Tips For Your Peace of Mind
Prior to your departure, please:
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 …make sure you take my business card with you, in case your return is delayed, or you suddenly remember 
something you’ve forgotten to tell me, or if you’d like to email me for a brief update.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 …try out any and all new keys you’ve had made, before you give them to me.
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 …empty your fridge of anything that may spoil, if you’ll be gone more than a week.
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 …clean any dishes in the sink or on counters, to prevent ants, flies, and other unwanted guests.  

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 …unplug small appliances such as coffee maker, toaster, iron, hair dryer and curling iron, etc.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 …set the thermostat to a comfortable level, for your pets’ sake.
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 …ensure all doors and windows are closed and locked securely before you leave.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 …leave the front porch light on, if my first Care Visit will be at night.  I’ll have a flashlight in my pack 
“just in case”, but a light will be easier for me, and will deter burglars.
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 …let your neighbours know I’ll be coming around, so they don’t think I’m a burglar if they see me fumbling 
around with my flashlight, trying to get my key in the door, if the porch light is out!

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 …let me know where you keep the light bulbs, just in case that front porch light does burn out!
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 …let me know what signals your alarm gives to tell of a security breach, eg. flashing light, etc.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 …notify your alarm company that I will be coming around, and give them my name and phone #.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 …restrict the kitty’s access to outside – if you have a cat door, please block it or lock it.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 …make sure all cats are inside and accounted for, and are not locked in a closet or room.  If by chance one 
does escape outside as you’re leaving, please leave me a note telling me who’s missing, and how best to 
entice him back!

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 …close doors to any rooms you don’t want me or the pets to access.  

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 …leave a list of phone numbers in case I need to contact service or maintenance companies while you’re 
away, eg. plumber, electrician, locksmith, cleaning service, yard maintenance, etc.
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 …make sure you’ve told me about all health issues your pets may have – major or minor!
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 …let me know which pets have aggressive tendencies, and which are shy or timid, so I can treat each 
accordingly.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 …tell me of any “touchy” issues your pet may have – some animals despise being touched in places that 
another may love – please give me a heads up so I can avoid being bitten!

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 …make sure I know about everyone’s favourite hiding places, so I don’t go mad with worry when I can’t 
find a kitty! 

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 …let me know where you keep the flea treatments – even if everyone is currently “flea-free”.  Fleas 
multiply rapidly, and can become a problem very quickly!  And please let me know if their monthly 
treatment is due while you’ll be gone.
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 …make sure you have more than enough food, medications, kitty litter, and supplies on hand, just in 
case your return is delayed – this will save my time, and prevent a “shopping surcharge” to you!
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 …relax and have a great time!!  Don’t worry about a thing, your pets and home are in reliable, 
conscientious, 
dependable, loving and caring, hands.
After Arriving Home - Please call the office immediately upon your return – before you forget, or go to bed!  Don’t worry how late it is, just leave a message on voice mail that you’ve arrived safe and sound.  If you come home late and don’t call in, I will call you very early in the morning – and if you don’t answer, I will be coming to your home.
